The "Training of Trainers" event,
hosted by TDM2000 Malta, brought together 20 youth workers from Cyprus, Italy,
Greece, Malta, and Portugal. Held in Pembroke, Malta from March 9–15, 2025, the
training focused on equipping participants with skills to use sports as a tool for
promoting environmental sustainability among youth.
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A key highlight was the creation and implementation of original
workshops using sport to tackle environmental challenges.

STELLA (Sport as a Tool for Environmental Sustainability
Learning) aims to enhance environmental education through
ethical and engaging sports-based approaches. The training
combined theoretical insights with hands-on activities, fostering an
energetic and participatory learning environment. Participants
explored what makes an effective trainer, the core values of sport,
and took part in activities like football, volleyball, and a night
treasure hunt in the old town.
